Frequently Asked Questions Regarding Greyhound Adoption

What is the cost?

The adoption fee is $240 Cdn which includes altering, all shots, worming, defleaing, deticking, bathing, fostering, teeth cleaned ultrasonically if required and we also include a collar/leash, and muzzle.

Additional costs?

You should purchase or borrow a crate. You will need bowls, toys, etc. There may be some additional costs incurred in transporting the dog to you. (ie $40 to fly a dog as excess baggage if someone is flying to our area) and if the dog is from the US you may wish to get a tick titre test done. 

Are there any books I should read prior to adopting?

Prior to adopting we require that you purchase and read either Retired Racing Greyhounds for Dummies by Lee Livingood, or Cynthia Branigan’s book Adopting the Racing Greyhound. People with children 12 or under also need to read "Child Proofing Your Dog" by Brian Kilcommons if they choose the Branigan book. 
What is the adoption procedure?
Once you have read the information and the books and are certain you want a greyhound, you complete the adoption application form and send it in. Application forms are available in a printable format from the webpage. Once your application and deposit cheque of $25 is received, I will arrange a home visit to go over the form with you. This will include checking your fence (please measure your fence height exactly). Your veterinarian or references may be contacted. If the adoption is approved, you will then have an education class - this takes about 2 hours and includes a short video on the care of your greyhound, and identifies areas of health risk (e.g., anesthetics, pesticides) and special care and considerations for your greyhound (e.g., always keeping on leash except in enclosed areas). The final step is to pick up your dog. If the dog is not in the Victoria area, special arrangements may need to be made for transportation.
